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Hardware — Assembly

5mm X 10mm Spring
This can be a 10mm
length cut from a retractable
ballpoint pen spring

Slide latch into receiver and secure with either:

Tap hole to M2 and use a long M2 grub screw

or

Drill out hole to 2.2mm and use 3D printed Lock Pin

Latch should slide freely backwards against the spring.

Slide the trigger into the rear of the receiver,
followed by the spring (Spring should be glued

at one end either to the trigger or the trigger block)
then the trigger block.
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Secure the trigger block using the trigger block pin.

Trigger should move freely.



Slide the rear grip into the receiver
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Secure the rear grip using the rear grip pin.
Weights can be added to pockets in rear grip.

Locate the barrel onto the receiver.

Secure the barrel with the barrel pin.
This can be secured with a tiny blob
of glue at one end.



Fix grips to each side of receiver with
slotted screws.
These can be glued in place.

Slide back barrel release latch
to tilt up barrel for loading.
WARNING: You must pull
back latch again when

closing the barrel!

WARNING: Do not put undue strain
on the hinge when tilting up barrel.
Resin hinges can be brittle!
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
